Location:

For people new to Rogaining or Orienteering you will be able to pick up the map from midday. Please allow up to an hour to register, plan your route and get ready to start. Therefore you should aim to pick up your map by 2pm at the latest.
On the map a number of locations (approx. 60), called “controls”, are marked. For this event participants have to find their way to as many controls as possible within a 3-hour time limit, taking whichever route they choose. The map encompasses an area from the Pacific Highway down to and including the Lane Cove National Park.

There will be people at the start that can give some advice to first-timers.

At the finish you will get your time recorded, and you will then be asked to add up your scores prior to handing in your event clue/answer sheet. 
The Waitara Scouts will be back again and running a great BBQ for us. Food will be available from 4 to 6:30pm. So please stay around for food and a chance to chat and compare course options.
For all interested NSW Rogaining members the AGM will be on immediately after the results presentation. 
The presentation will be on at 6:30pm, if you are also doing this event as part of the orienteering summer series the results will be up on the Sydney Summer Series website the week after the event.    

What to bring:

For registration
· Signed indemnity form (on the event page)
· For any on the day registrations - money and completed entry form 

For the event
· A small bag/ water bottle is advisable, and food to keep you going on the course. (There are also taps and bubblers located throughout the area and are marked on the map).
· A compass isn’t essential, but can be useful. 
· A pen/pencil/textas to mark your map/answer sheet.
· A mobile phone in case of an emergency
· Plastic sleeves will be provided to keep your maps dry, but if it is very wet a map case may be a good option.
After the event
· Plate, mug & cutlery – please remember to bring these to the start/finish prior to the event so that you don’t need to go get them afterwards and to thereby saving some precious energy and helping to reduce the waste from the event Rug/chairs – unless you like sitting on asphalt – (also for pre-event) 
· Change of clothes (?!). 
· NB: You will be able to leave any gear/bags at the start, whilst you are out on the course.

You will receive: 

· A3 map of course with 60 possible controls marked to visit  (and plastic sleeve)
· Course setters notes (on the back of the map) 
· Clue/Questions Sheet to record your multiple choice answer 
· Food and drink after event.
